In the late 90s, if you’d told a group of struggling students from the Queensland Conservatorium, that in 10 years time they’d have toured the world several times over, produced Gold & Platinum Award Winning CDs & DVDs on sale in 27 countries, and gathered legions of adoring fans, they would have laughed. But that’s exactly what’s happened for The Ten Tenors.

Banding together to perform for fun and pocket money, by 1999, with the popularity of the group growing by the month, the boys decided to take their onstage antics on the road with a full-time touring schedule that has yet to wane.  Early Australian tours took saw them perform in outback towns, regional centres and capital cities.  
Night by night, The Ten Tenors honed their unique sound and developed their trademark larrikin comedic edge. That uniquely Australian sense of humour, and the groups’ preparedness to do anything to please their audience has been the key ingredient in The Ten Tenors success around the world.

After performing at the German Final of the Eurovision Song Contest in 2002, The Ten Tenors exploded across Europe. Within hours of the TV broadcast, they had sold out an entire European Tour.

Since then, The Ten Tenors have becoming one of the most successful Australian touring acts of all time, performing more than 250 concerts while touring 40 weeks each year, on 6 different continents around the world.

London’s Royal Albert Hall, the Sydney Opera House, the Shrine Auditorium in Los Angeles, the Tchaikovsky Hall Moscow – they’re a long way from where it all began, but The Ten Tenors got there because they’ve always made it their mission to delight their audiences in a way the musical establishment never can! 
The Facts

1. The Ten Tenors have performed to over 2.5 million people over 1,700 international concerts throughout 5 continents in 21 countries worldwide, averaging over 360,000 concert tickets per year. 

2. The Ten Tenors have sold out over 200 headline shows across Europe, the USA and Canada.
3. The Ten Tenors have performed to worldwide live and television audiences of over 90 million people.
4. The Ten Tenors’ 2010-2011 tour will comprise around 135 shows in 24 weeks across 65 cities.
5. The Ten Tenors’ largest European audience was at the Eurovision Grand Prix in Kiel, Germany with 15,000 people at the live filming and 28 million television viewers of the live broadcast. 
6. The Ten Tenors are a multi-platinum selling act with well over 1.3 million sales worldwide.
7. The Ten Tenors also were the guest artists at the 2004 Eurovision Grand Prix German Final to a live audience of 12,000 and 17 million television viewers of the live broadcast.
8. The Ten Tenors have released 8 albums: Tenorissimo, Colours, untied/One Is Not Enough, A Not So Silent Night, Larger Than Life, Tenology – The Best of The Ten Tenors, Here’s to the Heroes & their latest release Nostalgica.
9. The Ten Tenors have released 4 live concert DVD’s – Colours, Live In Berlin, Larger than Life and Here’s to the Heroes – Hamburg Live. 
10. The Ten Tenors have sampled over 70 different types of international beers and are able to order them in 8 different languages.
